Please limit the words of remembrance (prepared, written out) to one or two people, for a maximum
of 5 minutes each. A short biography sent to the presider will help them prepare their homily.

The room accommodates
approximately 80 - 250 people.

Wake Please let us know if you would like a visitation/wake for an hour before the funeral.

Live-stream or taping
Live-stream is hosted on Resurrection’s YouTube channel. A link will be sent ahead of time, to be
forwarded to family and friends. The live-stream is unlisted (not public), thus the need for a link.
Family and friends will be able to watch in real time. The link will also give access to the funeral
Mass afterwards.

Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister, Mary, the
wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple
whom he loved, he said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son.” Then he said to
his disciple, “Behold, your mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into

his home.

After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that the scripture might
be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I thirst.” There was a vessel filled with common wine. So
they put a sponge soaked in wine on a sprig of hyssop and put it up to his mouth.

When Jesus had taken the wine, he said, “It is finished.” And bowing his head, he

handed over his spirit.

Now since it was preparation day, in order that the bodies might not remain on the
cross on the Sabbath, for the Sabbath day of that week was a solemn one, the Jews

asked Pilate that their legs be broken and they be taken down.

So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and then of the other one who was

crucified with Jesus. But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead,



they did not break his legs, but one soldier thrust his lance into his side, and

immediately Blood and water flowed out.

An eyewitness has testified, and his testimony is true; he knows that he is speaking

the truth, so that you also may come to believe.

For this happened so that the Scripture passage might be fulfilled: Not a bone of it
will be broken. And again another passage says: They will look upon him whom they

have pierced.

After this, Joseph of Arimathea, secretly a disciple of Jesus for fear of the Jews,
asked Pilate if he could remove the Body of Jesus.
